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Elementary Field Trips for 2010-11

Dear Parents,

This year the Elementary School spent the year reviewing and rewriting some of our Social Studies and Science curriculum.
Teachers spent many hours developing units of study that focused on “big ideas/concepts” and “essential questions.” This type
of unit development is designed to take the focus off the teacher as the “all knowing” and take on the role as facilitator of learn-
ing in the classroom. Students are encouraged to question more and spend more time seeking answers to questions that are in-
teresting to them. This type of unit of study should be more engaging for students and have more hands-on learning. While we
continue to use the textbook as an important and useful tool, it becomes only one of the many tools we use as students learn
about their world.

As a result of this review some previous units have been eliminated and some new units have been developed. The change in

the units of study has a direct impact on the field trips that are planned for each grade level. In the past some grade levels have
taken a lot of field trips, while others have not taken any. In order to ensure that all students have the opportunity to experience
field trips, the Elementary School Improvement Team reviewed the typical ISP grade level field trips and have created a new
ISP ES Field Trip scope and sequence that briefly outlines what field trips each grade level bold must take and which unit of
study the field trip is connected to. Field trips are an important and valuable learning experience but it is only valuable if mean-
ingful connections are made to the classroom learning. We plan to make all ISP field trips enjoyable and full of learning for ISP
students. Please take a moment to look at the scope and sequence so that you can be prepared for the field trips that your child
will participate in next year.

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Measurement of Academic Progress
MAP assessments provide detailed, actionable data about where each child is on their unique learning path MAP
assessments provide detailed, actionable data about where each child is on their unique learning path. Every test item on a
MAP assessment corresponds to a value on the RIT Scale (for Rasch Unit), so educators gain a deep understanding of what
a student knows. RIT assigns a value of difficulty to each item, and with an equal interval measurement, so the difference
between scores is the same regardless of whether a student is at the top, bottom, or middle of the scale.
